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When I turned sixty, I did something quietly 
radical. I accessed my pension pot!
For most of my life, I had looked after other 
people:  family, home, responsibilities and rarely 
paused to ask what I wanted. Sensibly, the money 
could have gone towards the mortgage or 
another round of improvements to the house. But 
this felt different. It was post-Covid. The world 
had shrunk and shifted. I wated to mark the year 
with something that said, ‘now it’s my turn.’  So I bought a campervan!  It felt indulgent. Slightly rebellious. 
Wonderfully freeing.
What I craved wasn’t crowds or airports or complicated itineraries. I wanted adventure, but on my 
terms. Safe. Self-contained. In control. Simple pleasures. The ability to make a cup of tea wherever I 
happened to be. Or to just stop in a location, park up, and explore.
I began gently: day trips into the Yorkshire Dales and the Lake District, getting used to the rhythm of 
the road. Learning how little you actually need. Then, emboldened, I worked up to a week in the Outer 
Hebrides ~ wide skies, white beaches, space to breathe.   The guiding principle was freedom. The van was 
always stocked and ready. I loved not over-planning. If the weather turned glorious, I could just go. If a 
friend rang and fancied an escape, we were off within the hour.    
I started using BritStops and discovered the quiet pleasure of pub car parks and tucked-away private 
caravan sites. There’s something deeply reassuring about pulling in beside a country inn, ordering supper, 
and knowing your bed is twenty paces away.    A dear friend shared the enthusiasm, and often we would 
travel together — two vans, two women in their twilight years, grinning like teenagers. We found the 
most extraordinary park-ups: tiny wild camping spots only suitable for two or three vans, perched high 
above Robin Hood’s Bay or gazing across the sweep of Scarborough, or Bamburgh Castle. 
Campervanning, for me, isn’t about ticking destinations off a list. It’s about possibility. About waking up 
and deciding that today you’ll follow the coastline, or turn inland, or simply sit with a book while the 
wind moves through the grasses.

to release the vanilla seeds (or to 
mix in the paste). Remove from the 
heat and leave to cool.
Lightly oil your baking tray.
In a mixing bowl, whisk together 
the egg yolks, plain flour, cornflour 
and sugar until smooth and thick.
Once the milk has cooled, remove 
the vanilla pod and gently reheat 
the milk until just simmering.
Slowly pour the hot milk over the 

egg mixture, whisking continuously.
Rinse out the saucepan, return the mixture 
to it and cook gently for about 5 minutes, 
stirring constantly, until you have a thick 
custard.
Pour into the oiled tray, leave to cool, then 
refrigerate for several hours or overnight 
until fully set.
Stage 2: Frying (the messy bit!)
Turn the chilled custard out onto a board. 
Cut into roughly 5cm squares, then cut 
each square into two triangles.
Set up three plates: one with flour, one with 
beaten eggs and one with breadcrumbs. (A 
bowl of warm soapy water nearby is highly 
recommended.)   Pour sunflower oil into a 
frying pan to a depth of about 1cm and heat 
to 180°C.   Coat a few custard pieces at a 
time in flour, then egg, then breadcrumbs, 
ensuring they’re evenly covered.
Fry in batches, turning once, until golden on 
both sides. Remove with a slotted spoon 
and drain on kitchen paper.
Stage 3: Mix the sugar and cinnamon 
together and sprinkle generously over the 
fritters.  ~ Best eaten warm.

We ate these custard 
fritters on holiday in 
northern Spain, a region 
famous for its dairy. They’re 
a wonderfully moreish 
sweet snack —dead simple 
to make, if a little messy.
You’ll need a shallow 
baking tray, roughly 
20 × 20cm., any larger 
and the custard will be too 
thin.
Note: Stage1 is best done 
the day before you plan to eat the 
Leche Frita.

Ingredients (serves 6)
For the custard
500ml full-fat milk
Zest of 1 small lemon
1 vanilla pod, split lengthways (or 1–2 tsp 
vanilla paste)
4 large egg yolks
30g plain flour
40g cornflour
100g caster sugar
For frying
Sunflower oil
For the coating
50g plain flour
2 large eggs, beaten
200g panko breadcrumbs

Behind the scenes at the Museum
February was a hugely exciting month 
for us here at the Brontë Parsonage 
Museum, from our re-opening and the 
launch of our brand-new exhibition, to 
the red carpet of the “Wuthering 
Heights” UK premiere!
At the premiere we 
were delighted to 
be able to shine a 
spotlight on one of the 
special items from our 
collection, Charlotte 
Brontë’s mourning 
bracelet, believed to be 
made from the hair of 
her sisters Emily and 
Anne. We teamed up 
with Haworth-based 
Wyedean Weaving 
to create an exceptional replica which 
was worn on the red carpet by actress 
and producer Margot Robbie, who 
plays Catherine Earnshaw in the latest 
adaptation. The finished replica bracelet 
combines three different shades and 
280 braided threads and was sealed 
with a dry steam pressing process to 
stabilise the structure and preshrink the 
braid before being fitted into the clasp 
pieces. 
During the Victorian era hair jewellery 
was fashionable and widely worn, it 
was also common practice to make 
mourning jewellery incorporating the 
hair of a deceased relative. The original 
bracelet is made of a wide band of 
braided hair with a gold clasp set with 

garnets and has been owned by the 
Museum since 1923. You can see the 
bracelet on display in the Parsonage, 
along with other examples of mourning 
jewellery, in a specially curated 
collection. 

If you’d like to find

While you’re visiting the museum, 
make sure you also take a look at the 
exhibition in our foyer space, which 
looks at Wuthering Heights adaptations 
through the years. From the original 
1920’s version right through to Emerald 
Fennell’s 2026 release, the creative 
response to Emily Brontë’s only novel 
has been extraordinary and we’re 
delighted that it is still inspiring artists 
almost 200 years after Emily’s death.
