Behind the scenes at the Museum
Spring is certainly in the air in Haworth 
this April, with longer, brighter days 
bringing a refreshing feeling of new 
beginnings.
This feeling must surely have been 
felt greatly over 200 years ago, in 
February 1820, when Patrick Brontë 
was appointed perpetual curate of 
Haworth. A couple of months later, in 
April, Patrick, his wife Maria, and their 
six children Maria, Elizabeth, Charlotte, 
Branwell, Emily and Anne, made the 
5-mile journey from nearby Thornton 
to Haworth, which would be their 
home for the rest of their lives.
Elizabeth Gaskell, author of The Life of 
Charlotte Brontë, described Haworth 
as “a village of a few grey stone houses”, 
however this doesn’t truly reflect that 
at the time of her first visit Haworth 
was a busy and industrious township, 
with many of its population employed in 
the local mills. 
This description is just one of the ways 
that Gaskell shaped many of the ideas 
that we have around the Brontës and 
their life in Haworth, ideas which we 
now know may not be entirely realistic. 
On Wednesday 22 April at 
7pm, join Graham Watson, 
author of The Invention of 
Charlotte Brontë, as he challenges 

the established narrative to reveal the 
Brontë family as you’ve never seen them 
before. This event is the first in the 
Charlotte Brontë and Elizabeth Gaskell 
mini-season, in partnership with Elizabeth 
Gaskell’s House.
Also this spring, you’re invited to come 
along and try out our regular Stitching 
Workshop! No prior stitching 
experience necessary, everyone is 
welcome to come along for a stitch and 
chat.

This Rice Krispie Treats recipe makes a 
sweet, gooey snack that both children 
and adults love.
