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When you enter Glusburn you
may wonder what is the beautiful
building with a dome and clock
tower on the top? What you see
is Glusburn Community and Arts
Centre, also known as Glusburn
Institute by local people.

September 2014 coincided with
National Eye Health Week, with a
large drive to raise the awareness
of both maintaining eye health,
and eye diseases which affect the
UK today.

Age-related macular degeneration (AMD)
is Britain’s leading cause of blindness
and usually develops in people aged 50
and over. AMD is a painless eye condition
that leads to the loss of central vision.

An individual’s central vision allows them
to see what is directly in front of them,
with AMD vision will become increasingly
blurred leading to difficulty reading text,
colours appearing less vibrant, difficulty
recognising people’s faces, and straight
lines such as door frames can appear
distorted or bent. Macular degeneration
does tend to be more common in women
than in men.

There are two main types of macular
degeneration; Dry AMD is the most

| ; Sloe Stew
4 Slow

Still finding uses for
the produce from that bountiful afternoon
last month, | decided to use my sloe and crab-
apple jelly in a simple venison stew. Simple
but careful cooking can result in something
really tasty that expresses autumn’s fanfare
of flavours. | have been so pleased to find
other uses for sloes, and | so love fruit jellies
in savoury, meaty dishes, that this seemed an
obvious choice. Blackberries are often cooked
with venison; they are flavours from the same
season and a deliciously well-suited match. So
the sloe and crab-apple jelly should be too!
Using a game meat makes the stew a bit
different, and the price was not much more
than for beef. Venison is lower in fat to other
red meats, and gives a lovely flavour.

| was determined to make a really richly tasty
concoction, so the first thing | did was to ask
the butcher for a beef bone to roast slowly for
several hours. The house filled with the smell of
a tasty Sunday lunch. Alas, nothing to eat yet!

| saved a bit of fuel by adding sweet potatoes

to the oven to roast at the same time. The
browned bone was then put in a stock pan, &
chopped onion, leeks and carrot were added
with water, to simmer gently for several more
hours. This is definitely a SLOVV stew, but worth
every minute. | saved the beef dripping that had

collected in the roasting pan for use in the stew.

Top Tip: Make a simple soup from some of the stock,
chopped roasted sweet potato and sweetcorn,
season with salt and pepper. Real stock adds so
much taste to food that you don't need to be fancy
with your cooking.

Cath Bromwich, u Silsden resident, is a cookery teacher and
forager.

Early this morning, | chopped an onion and ‘sweated” it slowly
in a pan with half a teaspoon of the beef dripping, salt and
pepper. Once cooked, | popped it in my sturdy slow cooker (or
you can simmer very gently in a pan, keeping meat covered
with stock). | added a tiny bit more dripping fo the pan | had
cooked the onions in, and turned up the heat to medium. After
removing any sinews from the venison pieces, | rolled them in
seasoned flour, and fried them in the pan to brown them. Once
you put the meat in, leave it to brown: if you move it about, it
won't, and you miss an opportunity to pick up extra flavour!
Finally, | removed the meat to the slow cooker and poured the
stock info the pan, scraping off the meaty residue from the
bottom and heated it before adding to the meat.

Now we work on fenderness: bring the stew to the gentlest of
simmers, with the slow cooker on high for around half an hour.
Both with a pan & slow cooker you want a few tiny bubbles
popping on the surface, but barely visible. I turned the dial fo
low and let the whole thing muss away doing its thing unfil tea
time (7-8 hours), interrupting only at midday to add a couple
of heaped spoonful’s of sloe and crab-apple jelly . The whole
house was filled with a beautiful bouguet...

When you are ready fo cook your accompanying vegetables
for tea, have a taste: if the meat is tender and there is enough
seasoning, then you are ready to go.

Ingredients

Stock: Beef bone, roasted; 1 onion, 1 leek, 1 carrot (water

to cover) For the stew: One onion chopped fine, flour, salt,
pepper, 1 1sp beef dripping, 500g stewing chunks of venison,
approximately 500ml beef stock, 2 large spoonfuls of sloe and
crabapple jelly.

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The poppy has a
long association
with Remembrance
Day. But how did
the distinctive red
flower become
such a potent symbol of our
remembrance of the sacrifices
made in past wars?

Scarlet corn poppies (popaver rhoeas)
grow naturally in conditions of disturbed
earth throughout Western Europe. The
destruction brought by the Napoleonic
wars of the early 19th Century
transformed bare land into fields of blood
red poppies, growing around the bodies of
the fallen soldiers.

In late 1914, the fields of Northern France
and Flanders were once again ripped

open as World War One raged through
Europe’s heart. Once the conflict was over
the poppy was one of the only plants to
grow on the otherwise barren battlefields.

The significance of the poppy as a lasting
memorial symbol to the fallen was realised
by the Canadian surgeon John McCrae

in his poem In Flanders Fields. The poppy
came to represent the immeasurable
sacrifice made by his comrades and quickly
became a lasting memorial to those who
died in World War One and later conflicts.
It was adopted by The Royal British Legion
as the symbol for their Poppy Appeal, in
aid of those serving in the British Armed
Forces, after its formation in 1921.
